He finds his way to the island aboard a yawl crewed by old lags. Following the notes Smith finally reaches a seamark. Its touching power, somewhat missing in the earlier tells, ends up saving the small, young world. This prepared the way for Starkey and her founded of Ripplinglee, the first steadhouse.

.before Country sets the scene to the forthcoming Books of Country (Fall, Born, Home) which best describe the time of the steaders and their steadhouser lives. This trilogy will be release some time in the future.
